Luray Ruritans Club Presentation- Thanks to Robert for inviting Community Works to present
during their monthly meeting! We made great connections and good conversations about
serving our community.

American Foundation for Suicide Prevention- On Monday September 23rd we partnered with
the AFSP and the Luray VFW to bring a suicide prevention training to Luray. safeTALK is a
half-day alertness training that prepares anyone 15 or older, regardless of prior experience or
training, to become a suicide-alert helper. Most people with thoughts of suicide don’t truly want
to die, but are struggling with the pain in their lives. Through their words and actions, they invite
help to stay alive. safeTALK-trained helpers can recognize these invitations and take action by
connecting them with life-saving intervention resources, such as caregivers trained in ASIST.
Page County now has 18 new suicide alert helpers in our community. If you are in crisis
please dial 988 or text TALK to 741741 to be connected with a trained crisis counselor.
